RULES & REGULATIONS

* Entry weight for the live hogs will be 230 pounds
up to 300 pounds. (Entries under 230 pounds and
over 300 pounds will be disqualified.)

* Open to anyone. Market hogs consigned must be the
property of the consignor for at least 60 days prior to
the Show.

* Entries must be postmarked by Friday, Jan. 6, 2012.

* Online entry fee is $20 per head; entries submitted
via mail are $23 per head. No entry fee refunds.
NO LATE ENTRIES.

* A health certificate is required on all animals enter-
ing the Sioux Empire Farm Show. Individual ID must
be on the health certificate and the herd promise ID
number. Swine from out of state need a PERMIT
to enter South Dakota and our Farm Show. If
unsure of health requirements for swine entering
South Dakota, please have your veterinarian call the
South Dakota State Veterinary Office at (605) 773-
3321 and ask for the PERMIT NUMBER to enter
on the health certificate. Before unloading, health
certificate(s) must be shown to livestock attendant.

¢ Deadline for arrival is 6 p.m. on Tuesday, Jan. 24,
2012.

* Weigh-in is from 2-6 p.m. on Tuesday, Jan. 24, 2012.
* Pigs will be identified by ear tag during weigh-in.
Health certificate will be collected at weigh-in.

* The Sioux Empire Farm Show Swine Committee
reserves the right to pull a pig at any time and re-
weigh.

* Market barrows and gilts show in separate classes
based on weight.

* Barrow judging is at 8 a.m. on Wednesday, Jan. 25,
2012, with gilts immediate following.

* The top 10 Sale of Champions Market Swine will be
terminated.

¢ Cash awards will be mailed to winners within 30 days
of the conclusion of the Sioux Empire Farm Show.

The top placers will receive $500 pro-rated, plus tro-
phies.

Five dollars ($5) of the entry fee will be pro-rated in
the form of premiums. The top five (5) pigs in each
weight division will receive cash awards according to
placements: 1st — 30 percent; 2nd — 25 percent;
3rd — 20 percent; 4th —15 percent; and 5th — 10
percent.

Champions and Reserve Champions will be selected
for each barrow and gilt division. Cash awards will
be $150 for each division champion and $100 for
each reserve division champion. The top barrows
and gilts will compete for the OVERALL GRAND
CHAMPION and will receive a $300 cash award.
OVERALL RESERVE CHAMPION will receive a $200
cash award.

The OVERALL Grand and Reserve Champion and

the next eight (8) places in the OVERALL judging
will sell Friday evening, Jan. 27, 2012, at the Mayor’s
Round-Up and Sale of Champions at the Best Western
Ramkota Exhibit Hall in Sioux Falls.
